Qualitative interviews are an important method in socio-legal research. Interviews allow us to
peek into the dusty corridors of parliaments, speak to judges, listen to those affected by the
law, and understand the messy practice behind a seemingly clear doctrinal rule.

Yet, few lawyers are trained interviewers. At the same time, lawyers are often tough
interviewees. They are used to debate, often bound by a non-disclosure agreement, and
perhaps not used to interviews as a method. So, what are the methodological basics for
qualitative interviews in socio-legal research?

This workshop takes a reflexive, hands-on, and auto-didactical approach. What can we learn
from anthropology, psychology, and sociology for qualitative interviews in socio-legal
research? And what contributes a legal background to social scientific methodology?

The workshop is divided into two parts. First, we look how to prepare and conduct qualitative
interviews. This includes aspects like outreach, ethics, consent forms, questionnaires, and
interviewing techniques. Second, we focus on how to analyze the generated data. Here we
explore transcriptions, different approaches to data analysis, and how to produce a text based
on interviews.

The workshop is especially for young scholars (PhD/PostDocs). We circulate a short reading
list and prep material in advance. We expect you to actively participate in the program. To
maintain a hands-on atmosphere, we might cap the number of participants. The workshop’s
format is hybrid. Participants join either in person at Villa Salviati or via Zoom.
